Being a constituent unit of Patna University, the Patna Law College is very successful in 

providing its students, the quality education which is job oriented and the best from the practice 

points of views. Today even in presence of National Law University, the college performances in 

judicial examinations and other examinations is praise worthy. The reputation of the college can 

be assessed from the facts that still today 75% of the Judges of Patna High Court are the 

prestigious alumni of the college. It is very important to mention here that the Patna Law College 

from the beginning remains an ideal legal institution for the poor and depressed class of the 

society. Recently, the college got an opportunity to enhance its Tuition fee but it was ignored 

taking into consideration the development and progress of the class which really needs attention 

of the society and college finds immense talent in that class. Under the guidance of competent 



faculties and in presence of required infra-structure, the poor and depressed students get all such 

facilities which a standard institution can provide to its well-paid seat. So, the Patna Law College 

is premier in its social responsibility and social service.   
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B. EXECUTIVE  SUMMARY  

The Patna Law College is the most prestigious 100 years old legal Institution in the State 

of Bihar. According to Bihar State Archives, Letter No. 11906, Calcutta, Dated 30th July, 1909, 

written by the Director of Public Institution Bengal to the Secretary General, mentioned that 

establishment of the Government Law College was sanctioned under the orders of Government 

of India, Letter No. 408, dated 21st May, 1904. This was the time when the Government of India 

urged that the old system should be supplemented by the provisions of legal education in 

properly equipped Law College. In this way, the old system of law classes attached to Patna 

College since 1864 thus left away in 1908-09 and Patna Law College came into existence with 

new pleader ship classes under the direction of the High Court. DPI’s Letter No. – 13751, Dated 

– August, 1909 was regarding law lecturers of that time constituted of: -  

1) Babu Atma Ram – B.A. B.L. – Principal  

2) Babu Krishna Sahay – B.A. B.L. – Lecturer  

3) MaulviMohammad Manzar – B.A. B.L. – Lecturer 

4) Syed Zainuddin – B.A. B.L. – Lecturer 

5) Babu Dhanushdhari Prasad Singh – M.A. B.L. – Lecturer 

Thus, it is confirmed on the basis of records that the Patna Law College was founded in 

1909 and was affiliated to the Calcutta University in the same year. In 1917, it was transferred to 

the newly created Patna University. Till 1st January, 1952, it remained under the control of 

Director, Bihar Institution, Bihar and from the 2nd of January, 1952, it come under the control of 

Patna University.  

The college, although known for its quality education faced hardship regarding infra-

structural assistance in the past. Even in such a situation, the education continued and its 

goodwill did not get any harm. With great efforts, today the college has almost achieved its 

glorious past and reached a position where it can present strong claim in society regarding legal 

education. If it is to mention here about the legal education of poor and depressed class then it 

can be strongly claimed that the Patna Law College is on number one position in the State.  



A beautiful centenary building in college campus has been constructed and in some days, 

it would be providing the facilities of a big library and a most modern conference hall. The 

slogan of the college is –in any condition, no compromise with the quality education and be job 

oriented.   

SWOC ANALYSIS 

STRENGTH 

The strength of Patna Law College is, it is till date the only law college in Bihar and perhaps in 

the Country, which provides opportunities to the poor students to go for legal profession and 

services. The College before introduction of semester system in LL.B once found opportunity in 

which the fee of the college might be enhanced but for the sake of poor section who are hopping 

education in law, and the Patna Law College is the first priority for them, it ignored that 

opportunity keeping the annual fee system forLL.B same and affordable for all. These students 

when become the professionals and remember to the College, their achievement and emotional 

attachment to the College compensate the scarcity of fund of the college. 

The strength of the College is therefore to admit the needy people of the society and on the basis 

of its quality teaching encourage them to get the best jobs available in the field of law. In this 

regard it may be very proudly said that, this college has produced several legal luminaries 

especially two chief justices of Supreme Court of India   and many judges of High Courts and 

other administrative authorities. The College has also produced leading lawyers of the High 

Court, Supreme Court as well as Civil Courts of Bihar and in this way continuously 

strengthening the system of administration of justice of the Country. 

WEAKNESS 

The main weakness of the college is, it is still struggling hard for producing legal personnel for 

the multinational companies which is the demand of the time in lack of infrastructural facilities. 

Recently, by UGC grant, the College has starteda language lab and other facilities as per the 

requirement of such private companies.  

Another major weakness of the college is the dearth of teaching faculties and administrative 

staffs. At present the college has only five full time teachers out of fourteen full time and 



fourteen part time sanctioned posts. Fifteennon-teaching staffs comprising of only two class III 

staffs and thirteenclass IV staffs while the number of sanctioned posts of non-teaching staffs in 

the college are thirty four. 

OPPORTUNITY  

The college has discovered opportunities for the students in the field of law. Being the best 

institution in the field of law in the State of Bihar it can start several programmes for the benefits 

of students, lawyers, competition seekers at a very cheaper amount. For instance the College is 

about tostart some P. G Diploma Courses like Criminology & Correctional Management, Cyber 

Law, Corporate Law & Management, Taxation Law, Human Rights Law, Law and Medicine and 

two years LL.M  course. 

CHALLENGES  

The major challenge which the college faces is the interest of some of its students in legal 

profession and its uncertainty. Students while doing the law course divert their attention towards 

other services even less paying than legal services. This trend the college fighting to overcome 

and if sanctioned post of teaching and non-teaching staffs would be available then the college 

may start several job oriented courses where students might have faith to get good job after the 

completion of the course.  To cope up this situation, the College has already proposed and which 

has been approved by the Academic Council of Patna University to start BBALL.B five years 

self-financing course. Another challenge before the college is the construction of at least twenty 

quarters for its non- teaching staffs. There is yet another challenge before the college is lack of 

thepost ofsports instructor.

D. (i) CRITERION I : CURRICULAR ASPECTS  

1.1(A) Curriculum Planning and Implementation 

Patna law College is a constituent unit of Patna University. Curriculum design and planning in 

case of Patna law College is regulated as per the norms ofUniversity Grants Commission (UGC) 

and Bar Council of India(BCI). The College time to time as per the above said guidelines 

modifies the curriculum taking into the consideration the job aspects of law in different fields of 

society. Faculty in this regard is already constituted by the University and functioning at present 

having the advices of eminent experts from different reputed Universities of India. The College 

has implemented semester system in LL.B Courses and the curriculum is adjusted in semester 

system as per the guidelines of UGC and BCI. 

As per provision contained under the Patna University Act, the Faculty is reconstituted vide 

memo no. ACAD/2521 dated 16/06/2015 for the Faculty of Law for Curriculum planning and 

implementation. The present Faculty constituted by the Patna University vide its memo no. 

ACAD/2521 dated 16/06/2015 consists of eminent professors of law of this country and the 

faculty constituted the Board of Courses and Studies in which apart from teaching faculties of 

the college and department of law, two external experts are the members of the Board of Courses 

and Studies. In Board of Courses and Studies all the teachers of the faculty of law are its 

members. The Board of Courses and Studies initially prepares the curriculum after taking 

feedback from its stakeholders i.e. solicitor firm, legal firm and after consulting the students 

prepare a blue print of the curriculum for implementation. This blue print again is presented in 

the meeting of the Faculty for its approval and after necessary amendments if so required is 

presented before Academic Council of Patna University, as per the provision contained under 

section 27 of the Patna University Act, 1976 ( As amended up to date) 

The orientation course for the teachers is regular phenomenon in the University. All the teachers 

have already gone through the orientation course organized by this University and other 

Universities of India and thereby their experience serve better for curriculum enrichment. The 

College also takes the help of legal experts and solicitors firm/legal firm. Before designing the 



new curriculum, the College also get the feed back from the students and the suggestion is also 

placed before the proper body i.e. Board of Courses and Studies for the consideration. 

1.2Academic Flexibility 

The College has adopted the curriculum prescribed by UGCand the guidelines issued by BCI 

time to time.  In this regard taking into the consideration the needs of changing society, status of 

the subject and maturity of students i.e proper subject for proper semester, the curriculum is 

reviewed on regular basis. The College has also provided the facility of extra classes free of cost 

for the students of final year going to appear in different competitive examinations. 

1.3Curriculum Enr ichment 

 It is submitted thatLaw only can exit in the society. The social changes affect the legal system as 

well as law which should rule in the society, affect the society. The curriculum adopted by the 

Patna Law College specially consider this aspect of Law and makes arrangements for students to 

interact with the society by means of legal aid clinic, making arrangement for the students to 

visit different courts for practical experience of law, persuading students to take part in moot 

court competition organized by different Universities and conducting different other programme 

by National Service Scheme (NSS). 

In this way the curriculum design includes methods of curriculum enrichment. It needs quality 

material for teaching learning programme. The college provides the facilities of interactive board 

which provide in turn the facilities of recorded version of lectures imparted in the class room. So 

the design curriculum is supported by modern facilities for enriching the curriculum. 

1.4Feed Back System 

A proper feedback system gives birth to objective oriented study of a subject. In absence of it, it 

is like making investment without profit. Feedback system must be as per the social needs, 

economic needs and environmental needs. Proper feedback system enables the students to face 

different competitions and most importantingly the demands and requirements of judicial system 

of this country and multinational companies. 



For the curriculum development and enrichment the university has constituted Faculty in 

which eminent scholars of all India fame are the external members. The first meeting of the 

Faculty held on 1st August 2015 in which Board of Courses & Studies was constituted with two 

external eminent scholars of law one from BHU & another from Chankya National Law 

University. 

The College also takes feedback from the students of the College, solicitors firm etc. 

before the revision of curriculum design and development. 

 The College has proposed new course of five year BBA LL.B course to the 

university & that has been passed by the Academic Council also. After getting approval from 

Chancellor’s Office and the Bar Council of India, the course is expected to start from the session 

2016-17. Apart from this, the College has proposed to start Two Year LL.M Course &some P.G. 

Diploma courses relating to socio legal issues relevant to the judicial system of the country & it

D. (ii)CRITERION II :   TEACHING LEARNING AND 

EVALUATION  

2.1   Student Enrollment and Profile 

Admissions are made on the basis of the entrance test from the session 2009 -10. The ordinance 

of the admission was approved by the Chancellor, Universities of Bihar vide letter no. PU 

36/2009 – 2637/GS(I) dated 14/07/2009. Accordingly the programme for the admission test 

generally published by 15th of April every year.  Admission are done strictly in order of the merit 

list drown on the basis of the performance of the candidate in the aforesaid entrance test.  

The notice for the admission to LL.B is widely published through the website of Patna Law 

College and Patna University (www.patnalawCollege.ac.in, www.patnauniversity.ac.in) .The 

entrance test form is obtained from the office counter of the College or it is available on the 

College website in PDF Format. The student has an opportunity to upload the form, fill properly 

and post it on the mentioned address in the uploaded format from anywhere.  It also publicizes 

through the localnewspapers as news items and notice board of the College.  

As per Admission Ordinance of Patna University, Admission in LL.B semester one is open to the 

candidate having Bachelor Degree in Arts, Science, Commerce, Engineering or any other 

discipline of a recognized university or possessing such academic qualification as is considered 

equivalent to a Bachelor’s Degree by the Patna University with at least 45% marks in the 

Bachelor’s Honours examination or 55% marks in pass course examination. Appearing 

candidates in Bachelor examination are also eligible to apply for the entrance test subject to 

condition their examination result of Bachelor’s Degree  should have been declared before the 

date of admission in LL.B  semester one. 

Pattern of Entrance test – The Entrance test is based on objective type questions with multiple 

choices comprising of 100 questions, of which 50 questions shall drown from general knowledge 

and 25 each from current affairs and legal aptitude.  

Every candidate must secure a minimum of 33% marks in the entrance test in order to get 

admission in LL.B course. If a candidate secures less than 33% marks in the entrance test, he/she 

will be disqualified to take admission in LL.B Course. 



The result of admission test as well as admission list is also uploaded on the College and 

University website as well as College notice board. The merit list is made by strictly following 

the reservation criteria made by the Government of Bihar. Following the general ordinance of 

Patna University regarding admission, 55% of total seats are reserved for Patna University 

graduates and 45% are open for all other university graduates including Patna University.  

The College also provides 3% reservation in admission over and above of sanctioned seats for 

the students belonging to handicapped category distributing therein one percent each for blind, 

deaf and dumb, physically handicapped as per Patna University letter no. admn – 867 dated 

29/06/2009 based on Disability Act, 1995.  

Apart from it, as per the Patna University Admission Ordinance, over and above seats are also 

available under sports and fine arts quota for the students who prove their merit at 

state/district/university level. Such students are screened by the expert committee constituted by 

the university. 

Over and above seats are also available to the wards of teaching and non-teaching employee and 

military personnel. 

The College follows the direction of Director, Higher Education based on direction of Ministry 

of Social Justice and Empowerment, Government of India, Department of Disabilities affairs and 

the University Grants Commission, New Delhi, accordingly the disabled candidates are 

exempted from admission fee at the time of admission.   

For information of selection for admission in LL.B, the selected candidate is also informed by 

sending the SMS.  

All the admission is done by the Admission Committee of the College. 

Before the admission through entrance test, admission was taken on the basis of marks obtained   

in graduate examination. During the time it was realized that the students who are not actually 

interested in making their carrier in the field of law took admission in LL.B course as a last 

resort.  The system of entrance test provides opportunities to Schedule Caste and Schedule Tribe 

students for admission to apply even if they secure only 45% marks and generated interest 

among such students in the study of law and provide better opportunities to the weaker classes of 



the candidates and in making good academic environment in the College. Thereafter the College 

proposed to the University in the year 2004 vide its letter no. 98/law/2004 dated 14/05/2004 for 

Entrance Test in LL.B. In its proposal no.3, the College proposed to introduce the system of 

entrance test for admission in LL.B and LL.M courses from the next academic session.

The figure mentioned above shows an overall increasing tendency in number of application 

received as compared to actual number of students admitted except the application received in 

session 2014-2015. This shows the popularity of the course offered by the college. The lesser 

number of applications received in the session 2014-2015 because of the late in start of 

admission process. 

2.2 Catering to Student diversity 

The Patna Law College organizes induction programme for the fresher students every 

year. In this programme generally, the College invites Judges of Hon’ble Patna High Court. Most 

of them are the alumni of the College. The address given by alumni judges motivates the 

students towards the study of law as well as encourage them to jointhe legal profession. In all the 

three parts, when the session begins in each semester, six or seven days of the classes rendered 

on to discuss the outline of the specific subjects. That helps the students to develop better 

understanding on the subject.  

The Patna Law College basically adopted the policy to satisfy the needs of the students 

coming from diversified background with the emphasis to cater needs of students belonging to 

backward community. For this inspite of the semester course, the College charges only annual 

fee at the time of admission in LL.B course. The annual fee includes the fee of two semesters in 



all the three parts. The fee structure for admission is too very meager and unparalleled in the 

Country. The College charges only rupees one thousand and seven hundred twenty four as 

annual fee for general category students, rupees one thousand and three hundred forty four only 

for Schedule Caste and Schedule Tribe  category students, rupees one thousand and five hundred 

forty four only for Extremely Backward Classes. For the girl students belonging to general 

category, the College charges rupees one thousand and five hundred forty four only whereas for 

the girls belonging to SC/ST category, the College charges rupees one thousand three hundred 

and forty four rupees only for a year. 

The College charges no tuition fee, admission fee from girl students and differently abled 

students irrespective of their caste and creed. Seats in admissions too are reserved for the 

students of such category as per the Government of Bihar and Patna University Rules and 

Regulations. 

In this way the College encourages the students of weaker section towards the study of 

law and making their career in the field of law to strengthen overall judicial system of the 

country. 

In the beginning of the class and during the interaction between teachers and students, 

teachers identify the advance learners and slow learners among the students. For slow learners, 

teachers take extra classes to bring the slow learners at the level of advance learners. The 

teachers provide free coaching to such students apart from the routine classes.  

The College/University administrations always make available the facilities in such novas 

efforts of the teachers and most of successful students are getting benefits out of such efforts 

from years.  

Apart from this the College has also adopted the practice of inviting eminent scholars for 

lectures and organizes in house seminar in which mainly students are speakers on the particular 

law topic. Thereafter one or two teachers sum up the programme after their concluding remarks. 

The list of relevant topics is provided every year. Organizing such seminar aimed to create a 

feeling of responsibility among students and catalyze their bonds with the College. It also helps 

in developing their overall personality, knowledge and confidence.  



2.3 Teaching Learning Process 

 The College meticulously plans and organizes from the very beginning. When the classes 

of any semester starts, teachers divide the whole syllabus  into hours. In the beginning of every 

semester immediately after induction meet, five or six hours (days) devoted by the teachers in 

developing the minds of the students. While discussing fundamentals of the subject which may 

be called as bridge course depending upon the needs of diverse students group. The students are 

taught generally by using both the methodologies i.e. lecture method through the blackboard as 

well as interactive learning using the latest technology based on case law method. Latest 

interactive boards are installed in all lectures hall. By the use of latest interactive boards all 

subjects are taught through the participative learning and problem based methodology. These 

two methodologies of teaching attract the students and make the subject more lucrative and 

interesting.  

The College is already linked with the NME ICT. The College with the collaboration of 

Competition Commission of India has organized the workshop on topic “Competition Law” on 

the initiation of Mr. Ashok Chawala, Chairperson, Competition Commission of India.  The 

workshop was attended by Mr. Ratnesh Shahay, Senior Officer of Competition Commission of 

India, New Delhi.  

The College has established language lab and provide e-resource leaning material to the 

students with the help of UGC fund. The College has good learning environment. The teachers 

during the class interaction always encourage critical analysis of the provisions of law. The 

teachers encourage students to prepare projects on different topics of law during classes of theory 

papers as well as practical papers. This effort reflects critical thinking, innovative ideas and 

creativity of students and teachers. The teachers also take the feedback of the classes from the 

students which are helpful in improving the quality of teaching learning process. 

2.4 Teacher Quality 

The College provides quality teaching by well qualified teachers as per the UGC and BCI norms. 

Apart from the Principal there are seven full time permanent teachers in the faculty of law. Six of 

them having Ph.D degree in law after LL.M and seventh one has submitted his thesis for the 

award of Ph.D in Law.

About nine posts of full time teachers are lying vacant. However the Bihar Public Service 

Commission had advertised all these posts and the College is expecting for early permanent 

appointment. 

Apart from it the College is taking help of one senior lawyer and one retired District Judge for 

engaging classes. Several research scholars are also engaged in taking classes. All seven full time 

teachers along with the principal of the college are appointed through the properly constituted 

selection committee on permanent basis and their appointments were approved by the Syndicate 

of Patna University. The services of all the teachers were confirmed by Post Creation and 

Confirmation Committee of the Patna University. 

The teachers of the College are regularly attending good numbers of orientation and refresher 

programmes conducted by Patna University as well as other Universities of repute. The College 

also organizes refresher course programme for them. One such programme was organized last 

year. Another refresher programme will be organized by the College in the month of December 

this year. The refresher programmes are organized by the College with the help of the Academic 

Staff College, Patna University. 

Teachers are always encouraged to join all development programmes conducted  by different 

institutions. They use to take duty leave from the University to join such programmes.

Recently during a meeting of the Faculty, Prof. Dr. D.P Verma, 

faculty of law,BHU,Varanasi, Prof. S.K Bhatnagar, B.R Ambedkar University, Luchnow, Prof. 

Manik Chakraborty, Faculty of Law, University of Burdwan, West Bengal, Prof. Rathin 

Bandhopadhyay, Department of Law, North Bengal University had attended the faculty meeting 

on 01 August, 2015 and delivered lectures on the topics ‘Global Justice on Human Rights, 

Constitutionalism and Judicial Process, Good Governance and Sustainable Development, 

Criminal Justice System in India’& IPR. 

All the teachers of the college have been provided laptops individually out of UGC fund. Each 

and every lecture hall is equipped with interactive board of recent make. The college has internet 

and wi-fi facilities. The teachers and students are utilizing this facility and to demonstrate 

creativity and innovations in teaching learning process. Apart from the one well furnished with 

42 inch LED Television and spacious common room for teachers, all the teachers have also been 

given separate furnished room for the study and research work. 

The College has also implemented its feedback system in the semester curriculum of LL.B three 

year courses. The College has adopted two fold systems for its feedback. On the one side, the 

students are asked to submit their feedback about quality, lectures imparted by the teachers as 

well as the communicational skill of the teachers engaging the classes. In case of any lacking the 

principal of the college makes personal interaction with the concerned teacher/teachers.  



2.5 Evaluation Process & Reforms 

The College has decided to start midterm examination and scheduled test between each semester 

to evaluate the progress of the students and their answer books are shown & discussed 

individually in the class rooms.  

The Academic Calendar is prepared at the University level every year regarding admission, 

examination and publication of result. Being the Dean, Faculty of Law, the College Principal 

always tries his best to ensure timely admission, examination and publication of results. The 

Admission process as decided by the University calendar is done every year through entrance 

test on time with transparency. But the timely conduction of semester examination and 

publication of result falls in the complete domain of the University administration. 

There is complete transparency in the evaluation process. Evaluation is done by the teachers of 

other Universities, mostly belong to the outside the State of Bihar. In case the examinees, not 

satisfied by the marks obtained by them in University examinations have statutory option to 

apply for retotaling of their marks as per the provisions of the Patna University. They may have 

the options to obtain the photocopy of evaluated copy under RTI Act. The Examination Board at 

the University may also consider such cases if so required. 

2.6 Students Performance and Learning Outcomes 

Generally speaking the students take admission to make their career in the field of law.  

Particularly after introduction of entrance examination system for admission the number of such 

students has increased.  

The College has obtained the name and fame because most of its alumni have established their 

repute in the field of law. The College has produced a good number of High Court, Supreme 

Court judges. A good number of Students also selected every year in lower judiciary. The first 

and foremost aim of students of this College is to perform their best in munsif/APO 

examinations, join legal profession, in Civil Court or High Courts.Some students opt their career 

in the field of multinational companies, legal firms, banks etc.  The Chart given below is self 

explanatory.

D. (iii) CRITERION  III   :  RESEARCH CONSULTANCY & 

EXTENSION 

3.1 Promotion of Research 

The Patna Law College has established KBN Singh Memorial Law Research Library by the 

donation  given by Hon’ble Justice Samarendra Pratap Singh, Judge, Patna High Court. The 

research library was inaugurated by Hon’ble Justice Aftab Alam, Hon’ble Justice Deepak 

Mishra, judges of the Supreme Court of India in the august presence of Hon’ble Chief Justice of 

Patna High Court and Chairman, Bihar Legislative Council. 

The Research Centre was inaugurated on 21st April, 2012 with the objective to promote research 

and to reorient the undergraduate students of law with the importance of research activity. 

For this standard Books, Journals, Constitutional Assembly Debates in the Constituent 

Assembly, Computer with internet facility is provided in the library. The library has all other 

basic facility like round table, chairs, fans, etc. connected with inverter for uninterrupted power 

supply. As like the library has a good atmosphere for the study. 

The library is run by a corpus funds donated by the Hon’ble justice Samerendra Pratap Singh in 

the name of his father justice KBN Singh, former Chief Justice Patna High Court and Madras 

High Court & Governor of Bihar. 

The library is utilized by students as well as teachers of the College and Department. The 

students and teachers are utilizing this library to satisfy their thrust towards research activities 

and students are preparing their projects etc. as the topic given by the teachers. 

 The College is fortunate enough that there are three libraries in the campus one College 

library, P.G. Department Library & KBN Singh Memorial Law Research Library to help the 

Students. 

 All teachers are given laptops, pan drive etc. out of UGC fund / College fund and teacher 

are utilizing it for their research works & teaching works also. 



 The Projects prepared by the students and their conclusion are definitely very useful for 

the society as per the teachers reports.Such activities training of students make them perfect & 

ideal learner for LL.M & Ph.D works to be done by them in future. 

 The Faculty of Law publishing Journal on regular basis which is the instant outcome of 

the research activity of the College students & its teachers. 

 There is a Post Graduate Research Committee and all the teachers of the College are 

members for guiding research in which they give their suggestions to research scholars in 

choosing topics,making synopsis & continuously monitor their research scholars as research 

supervisors.Teachers are facilitated by the College for attending seminars, refresher courses / 

orientation courses & leave is granted to them for the purpose.  

At present three teachers of the faculty are working on minor research projects out of total seven 

teachers working in the faculty.Apart from facilitating the teachers to complete refresher course / 

orientation course, the College also organises refresher programmes with the help of Academic 

Staff College, Patna University. The first refresher course in law was organized by the College in 

the year 2014 & the College is going to organize another one in the month of December this year 

for which the Academic Staff College has already given its consent.  

3.2 Resource Mobilization for Research 

The college has established a Network Resource Centre in the Year, 2005 out of UGC fund and 

the same is very fruitful for research work undertaken by the teachers and the students. The 

teachers of the college keeps themselves continuously busy in their research work which is 

evidenced from their publication in the form of book/research paper published in several 

research journals. The students are also encouraged  as part of their curriculum to prepare 

projects under the guidance of teachers and the projects prepared by the students are very 

valuable for the society without any financial support from the college. However the college 

provides computer and internet facility for preparing their projects under the guidance of 

teachers. Considering their quality of research projects, the college is planning to provide some 

financial assistance in the ensuing budget of the college. The students visit High Court as well as 

District Court and attend a complete summer internship programme conducted by Bihar Human 

Rights Commission. The College has also organized one day capsule programme forseven days 



in the college. The programme was sponsored by Bihar Human Rights Commission and financed 

by Department of Education, Government of Bihar. This programme was conducted by Bihar 

Human Rights Commission and Department of Education, Government of Bihar with help of the 

colleges in several cities of Bihar like Patna, Bodh Gaya, Nawada etc. The idea of conducting of 

such programme was primarily mooted by the Chairman,Bihar Human Rights Commission, 

Hon’ble Justice Bilal Nazaki and other Hon’ble members of the commission. The Patna Law 

College has prepared the basic syllabus for this capsule course. In this programme, the general 

students of various disciplines were given basic training of human rights. The students after 

completion of the programme gave the feed back admitting the necessity of conducting such 

programme more frequently and they had also expressed their desire to share their knowledge 

with other students of their respective colleges.

3.5 Consultancy 

The College provides consultancy through its Legal Aid Clinic.  Poor and Needy people 

specially belonging to depressed class  usually come to the college and discuss their problems 

relating to land, matrimonial issues and Legal Aid Clinic of the College entertains them and 

provide legal advice to them. The College charges no fee for the advices given by the legal aid 

committee.

D. (iv) CRITERION  IV : INFRASTRUCTURE AND 

LEARNINGRESOURCES 

4.1  Physical Facilities 

Pure drinking water facilities are available in the College and provided to the students through a 

well-equipped machine having the facilities of cooling and filtering water. Apart from this the 

college had requested the local MLA, Sri Arun Kumar Sinha to install a hand pump in the 

campus which he had kindly consented and did the same. 

Earlier the college had no stairs leading to the top of the main buildingwhich was essential for 

the maintenance of entire building of the College. Sri Arun Kumar Sinha, MLA and alumni of 

the college had funded from his MLA fund for the construction of stairs leading to the roof for 

the maintenance of the building. 

The college has taken initiatives to install a solar plant on the roof of the college to save the 

electricity and expenses of the college as well as to make the entire campus eco-friendly. In this 

regard the college has made a correspondence with concerned department of the Government of 

Bihar and it is likely to be installed very soon. 

The proposal to renovate the cycle stand,  to construct a play ground for sports like volley ball, 

badminton, basket ball etc., raising of boundary wall and inner road has been sent to the Bihar 

Educational Infrastructure Development Corporation, Patna and the Managing Director, Mr. 

Sanjeevan Sinha has promised to make  these facilities available at the earliest. 

Adequate infrastructure facilities are key for effective and efficient conduct of the educational 

programme. The growth of the infrastructure thus has to keep pace with the academic 

developments in the institution. The other supportive facilities on the campus are developed to 

contribute to the effective ambience for extra-curricular and administrative activities. 

The Institution has Adequate Facilities For Teaching Learning - 



The Patna Law College is the oldest Law College of Bihar. It provides adequate facilities for 

teaching learning. Being the oldest college the infra structural facilities in a developed conditions 

is carried forward to present generation. The alumni of the college are the evidences of the 

effective and efficient conduct of the education programme supported by adequate infrastructural 

facilities. 

The Institute Provides Necessary Facilities for Laboratories (Furniture, Fixtures, 

Equipment And Good Laboratory Practices) - 

Sufficient quality of Furniture and fixtures are availablein the College. Legal Aid Clinic and 

legal research are the essential parts of today’s Legal Education. The College provides for a 

developed legal aid clinic where the Law students find an opportunity to interact with the people 

having grievances or any inquiry about their legal rights remedies in the presence of their 

teachers as well as advocates. The college also provides for Moot Court facilities and developed 

one of its class room as a Moot Court Room, Moot Court Practices are the part of class routine.  

The Institute has Adequate Facilities for General Computer Education of Students – 

The college is having a UGC Network Resource Centre in the College Campus.A new Centenary 

Building has been constructed in the campus in which a big room has been developed with more 

than 20 computers as language lab and for the general computers Education of the students.  

 Infrastructure Facilities are Augmented From Time To Time - 

The college is a constituent unit of Patna University which is known for its Academic 

Excellence. The University always especially in the present time, in the efficient and effective 

leadership of its Hon’ble Vice-Chancellor Prof. Y.C. Simhadri, emphasizes the moto 

“Infrastructural facilities must keep pace with the academic development”. Following the moto 

every College also the Patna Law College provides for the most modern infra structure for 

teaching learning process. In this regards the College has prepared the facilities of virtual Classes 

for its students. 

Infrastructure Facilities are Being Utilized Optimally - 

The Patna Law College is funded by the State. The State Government and other Government. 

Agencies such as University Grants Commission provides fund for its development. Obviously 



the employment of its personnel is the sole jurisdiction of the State. The State Government is in 

the process to fill all the remaining Teaching and Non-Teaching posts of the College so that the 

optimal utilization of Infrastructure facilities may be secured. Never the less the present strength 

of teaching and Non teaching staffs have secured the optimal use of infrastructure whatever in 

their capacity. The students enrolled getting all the required infrastructure facilities as per the 

existing strength and capacity of the college. 

Additional Facilities For Sports And Extra-Curricular Activities (Gymnasium, Swimming 

Pool, Auditorium Etc.) are Provided -  

The Patna Law College organizes its yearly sports meet in its campus. It has also prepared a plan 

to develop a place in its campus which can provide for its students the facilities of a mini 

stadium. The plan is in the process with the support of the University. It is also very pertinent to 

mention here that as a Constituent Unit of Patna University the College is having the frequent 

opportunities to utilize the facilities available in other college as its constituent Unit. In this 

regard the College is very pleased to mention here that an auditorium is already developed in its 

Newly Constructed Centenary Building. The College team takes part in different cultural 

Programmes of Patna University with the support of its students. The college has separate 

furnished common room for boys and girls in which indoor game facilities are available. The 

college has internet and Wi-Fi facility. 

Health Services For Students Teaching And Non-Teaching are Provided By The Institute -   

The Patna Law College is a constituent unit of Patna University and the University has its own 

Central Dispensary equipped with modern medical facilities. Sufficient number of qualified 

Doctors including the Yoga Centre is there for the Medial service of Teacher/officials, students 

and employees. The required medicines are also available in the Centre. Recently Health 

checkup camp has been organized by the college with the help of Central Dispensary in which 

the health checkup of students, teachers and staffs were done. 

The Institution Facilitates Active Academic Participation of Physically Disable Students By 

Providing The Necessary Facilities - 



The admission process is through the Entrance Examination and 33 marks is qualifying marks 

for all the participants including the physically disabled. The Patna University rules provide for 

3% reservation in admission to physically disabled who qualify the Entrance Test. During their 

academic session they are always encouraged by the teacher in the class regarding sitting 

arrangement or their special query/questions in the subjects. The College Administration 

provides all amenities to them sanctioned by the Government. The number of passed out students 

in the past of such category also are the evidence of college efforts. Ramp is made available for 

physically disabled students. 

4.2 Library as a Learning Resource 

�¾ The Library Advisory Committee is Responsible for the Effective Functioning of The 

Library -The College is having a library committee consisting of all the teachers of 

Patna Law College along with Head, Post Graduate Department of Law and one 

Office Assistant of the College.

Books are purchased after having the advice of 

teachers as well as students. For easy access of the books, they are kept in bookshelf 

subjectwise depictingsubject name of each bookshelf.

Almost all national journals related to the subject of law like journals of 

Indian Bar Review (IBR), Journal of Indian Law Institute (ILI ) etc. regularly coming 

to the college. Regarding other library resources, the college also makes available as 

and when required by the teachers and students.

Every year new 

editions and titles are purchased by the college either by its internal source or by the 

grant received in this regard.

College now a constituent unit of Patna University 

funded by the State Government. Effective operation of Library or to make library user 

friendly needs computerization and digitalization of Library which need huge money. 

Easy access to books is made available to the students in the Library. The College is 

making efforts to explore the way through which an electronic library might be formed 

with minimum of expenses. In this context, the College is trying its best to establish e-

granthalya with the help of National Informatics Centre, New Delhi.

�¾ The College is trying its best for the qualitative improvement in teaching & learning and 

as a result, College has installed interactive board in all the class rooms, laptops were 

given to each teacher, internet and Wi-Fi facility are available in the campus of the 

College. 

�¾  The College is already linked with the NME ICT.  

4.4 Maintenance of Campus Facilities 

The building is maintained by internal resources of the college through the works  department of 

the Patna University. It is important to mention here that the College had requested the Bihar 

Educational Infrastructure Development Corporation, Patna for constructing separate toilet of 

boys and girls which the Corporation hadvery kindly approved and constructed the same in the 



college campus. This facilities are made available to the students in addition to earlier facilities 

in this regard.  

Required number of furnitures are available in the college and maintained by the internal 

resources of the College. 

Being constituent unit of Patna University and charging most minimum fee from the students, 

the College makes its policy to maintained the equipments by proper caring and whenever it is 

required, to take the help of others agencies of the concerned field. In this way, on the basis of 

self-constrains and proper use of equipments, we have maintained them till date.  

To maintain the constant power supply, the college has a powerful 35 KVA generator, inverter 

with four 165 amp. batteries out of UGC fund. Voltage stabilizer isthere to control voltage 

fluctuation.The college is also in touch with electricity department for installation of100 KVA 

transformer for the exclusive use of the College to upkeep and maintenance of sensitive 

equipment. Water supply system of the Government is situated in the College premise itself. The 

College has provided space for it. Previously the water was lifted with motor pump in which 

much electricity was expensed .To save the electricity the college has connected overhead tanks 

with the water supply system available in the campus.Beside this two submersibles pump, one 

was funded by the Government of Bihar,one hand pump  funded by the sitting MLA of the 

college area and one old well is available in the college campus.

D. (v) CRITERION V :STUDENT SUPPORT AND

5.1 Student mentoring and support

containing informations regarding admission and examination regulation, details syllabus of 

different semesters and faculty information are being given to the students at the timeof 

admission without charging any cost. 

 The State Government provides scholarships/ free ship to the students belonging from 

ST/SC/ Minority Communities and the funds are being allocated by Social Welfare Department 

and Department of Minority Welfare, Government of Bihar to those students. It is pertinent to 

mention here that the financial aid are available and disbursed as and when being sent by the 

concerned Department. 

The College encourages the students of those communities particularly SC/ST/ minority and 

Physically challenged students for participation in various competitions by providing coaching 

and remedial classes by the faculty of the College yielding good results in various competitive 

examinations. The college is a constituent unit of Patna University which has its well-equipped 

Central Dispensary. Medical Care and Assistance are being provided at the Central Dispensary 

charging  meagre amount at the time  of admission. Medical assistance is also given on call basis 

in case of emergency. The college has established well-equipped language lab through which the 

language, computer and skill development programmes arebeing provided to all students. 

The Patna Law College has rich history to promote participation of its students in extra curricula 

and co-curricular activities and to facilitate the activities various committees/societies has been 

established headed by faculty members and students are also given prominent space in the 

committees and formulation of polices and strategies regarding to those activities. On a frequent 



basis activities like games, sports, Quiz Competition, debate discussion, essay writing, Plantation 

of tree, Cultural activities etc. are being organized . All expenditure on those events including 

expenditure on uniform are being provided by the College administration. 

The College has rich track record in terms of placement and training particularly in the field of 

law. The students are required to get engaged in various training programme during the law 

course such as court visit, participation in Lok Adalat camps etc. and accordingly they get well 

trained and equipped at the end of the course and they ultimately use those training, Knowledge, 

skills in the legal profession. Students are being guided and encourage totake the competitive 

examinations in the field of law such as lower judiciary, higher judiciary, APO, Law Officers 

and similar examinations where a good success rate is noted and remaining students  join legal 

profession in the court of law. 

The College has its Placement and Guidance Cell headed by faculty members and the Cell 

facilitated all sort of training and guidance to the students. The students instead of joining 

corporate field they opt for either judicial services or they opt for independent practice in the 

court of law. 

The Patna Law College have a student Grievance and Redressal Cell headed by the faculty 

members since many years and no written grievances are reported till now as the college has 

quite student’s friendly atmosphere. To redress the grievances of the girl students, the college has 

Women Sensitization Cell and till now no case of sexual harassment/abuse etc. are reported. In 

the light of Supreme Court judgement, the College has established Anti Ranging Cell in 2009 

headed by Dr. Yogendra Kr. Verma, a faculty member and no case of ragging has been reported 

till date. The College has the credit of being student friendly as the students join this institute 

after graduation so they have rich sense of maturity, they focus mainly on carrier building and 

their voices and suggestions are being respected by the college administration all the time. For 

smooth functioning of the College it has setup various committees and societies for the grooming 

of the student both in terms of academic and otherwise structure. The College has following well

The Patna Law CollegeAlumni Association was in existence for several years. This Association 

held several meetings before the General Body meeting held on 18.01.2009 which was attended 

by more than hundred members.

Sri Ravi 

Shankar Prasad, Union Minister and alumni of this College have granted Rs. 10 lac for its 

Infrastructure development. Another alumni Justice Samrendra Pratap Singh, Judge, Patna High 

Court has established a research library in the memory of his father Late Justice KBN Singh  and all 

expenses  are being born by him. Similarly  Hon’ble Justice Arijit Pasayat, former judge, Supreme 

Court of  India has donated books worth rupees one lac for college library and rupees three lacs  has 

donated  for college welfare in memory of his father late  Sri Vishvanath Pasayat, an alumni of this 

college. Mr. Arun Kumar Sinha, Sitting Member, Bihar Legislative Assembly  has constructed 

college stairs and also donated a hand pump which are functional in the college campus. 

5.2 Student Progression 

There is a quite low percentage of students who are at the risk of failure but if it comes to the 

notice of the College then College providesall support by way of counselling, coaching, extra 

classes.

The Patna Law College works with the philosophy “It is manifest that those who are licensed by 

the state to practice the profession of Law should be person who is properly and adequately 

qualified to do so”. The College mainly focus upon the teaching and training of the students. 

During the course the students are given training by facilitating court visit and similar 

programme which are beneficial for the law students. The main focus area of the students are to 

prepare themselves for Judicial service and practice in the court of law but many students opt 

also for the higher studies such as LL.M., Ph.D in law etc. The College provides all 

infrastructural, logistic and academic support for those students who go for higher studies by 

providing extra classes or remedial classes either within the campus or outside the campus. 

5 .3 Students Participation and Activities  

The Patna Law College regularly organizes sports,games, cultural and other extra-curricular 

activities available to students ranging from inter classes, intra classes, inter college etc. with its 

yearly sports and cultural meet at its campus. The sports like, cricket, football, Volley Ball, 

Badminton, Table tennis etc. are prominentamong them. The College has well equipped and 

trained player who are recruited through admission via sport quota and also on the basis of trial 

held at the college campus. Games like chess, long jump and high jump are also being organized 

time to time and reward to the winners are being given at the Annual Sports Meet. 

Similarly students are encouraged to participate in cultural activities viz. song, dance, solo, folk 

dance, group dance etc. time to time at College and University levels. On 26th January and 

15thAugust, they presenttheir programme at the university level celebration and winners are 

rewarded at the annual cultural meet held at the College campus. The expenses on those 

activities are born by the college for improvement of the quality of the activities and 

performance, the writing feedback are being invited by the students and other stakeholders of the 



college. The students are involved in all the important policies regarding to the development of 

academic atmosphere of the college. 

D. (vi) CRITERION VI :GOVERNANCE,LEADERSHIP & 

MANAGEMENT  

6.1Institutional Vision and Leadership 

The Patna Law College is one of the oldest College of Bihar as well as the country and mother of 

Legal education in Bihar. It evidences the history and development of legal education in the State 

of Bihar & has got the reputation of a centre of Excellence in the field of legal education. 

The contribution of the College to national development is evident from the fact that the College 

had the privilege of producing two chief Justice of India namely Mr. Justice B.P.Sinha & Justice 

L.M.Shrma, Sri Lal Narain Sinha, the first Attorney General of India, a galaxy of Supreme 

Court,High Court Judges,Jurists,eminent advocates, reputed academicians,administrators & 

enumerable towering personalities adorning very high & coveted chairs in various walks of life 

are gifted alumni of the College. 

According to Bihar archives letter No.- 11906 Calcutta dated 30th July,1909 from the director of 

public institution, Bengal to the secretary General mentioned that establishment of the 

Government Law College at Patna as sanctioned under the orders of the Government of India 

Letter No- 408 dated 21st May, 1904. This was the time when the Govt. of India urged that the 

old system should be supplemented by the provisions of legal education in properly equipped 

law Colleges. In this way the old system of law classes attached to Patna College since 1864 thus 

shifted in 1908-09 and Patna Law College came into existence with New Pleadership classes 

under the direction of the High Court. 

The vision of the Patna Law College has been very clear since its inception. The College started 

its journey from the study of New Pleadership in the year 1909 which replace the earlier course 

of study. The course of journey witnessed several changes and always had in mind the most 

appropriate, social utility and job orientation. Today the new course of LL.B (Semester system) 

is very successfully in operation. It is very important to mention here that the decisions whether 

about the course innovation or any decision in the interest of college, all teachers under the 



guidance of the Principal also with the suggestions of its stakeholders, is always be a collective 

decision and as a result found successful. So the vision is based on collective decision making in 

the interest of the students, college and the society at large. 

The College is a constituent unit of Patna University therefore most of decisions regarding 

design andimplementation of its quality policies are taken in the Statutory Bodies of the 

University like Academic Council,Statutes Committee, Examination Board, Syndicate and 

Senate etc. However at College level making things transparent, different committees are 

constituted such as -

�¾ Board of Courses& Studiesetc. and the affairs of the College are decided through 

different Committees and the policies so framed are monitored by the Convener of each 

Committee & the Principal. The decisions in these Committees are taken as per the need 

of the College, students & teachers.Even the students are askedfor suggestions during the 

purchase of books for library. The demands of the students, teachers and non-teaching 

staff are being heard patiently and redressesaccordingly. 

6.2 Strategy Development and Deployment 

The Patna Law College operates its policy making and planning through its various committees. 

In the meetings of the committees, the future plans for the benefits of the students and the college 

are discussed and mostly decisions are taken unanimously and accordingly implemented. Library 

Committee as decided for digitalization of library, facilities in the reading room etc. and these 

benefits are on the verse of implementation. Some data from the records of Purchase Committee 

may be presentedhere to show the functioning of the Committee. On 04thJuly, 2013, a meeting of 

Purchase Committee was held in which all the members were present to decide the purchase of a 

new water cooler because the old one was not functioning well. In the same meeting, it was 



decided to purchase Sofa for the teacher’s room. Even the purchase of Desktop which was 

sanction by the UGC to one of the teachers of the College for his project. The said committee 

after discussion allowed him for the said purchase. So, all the future policies are decided by the 

concerned committee and the decision of majority take place. In this regard it is very relevant to 

mention the functioning of another important committee i.e Building Committee. The 

Construction of New Centenary Building in the college campus is almost completed. All the 

decision regarding construction or its finishing also the payment is done through the committee 

in the presence of the University Engineer as a special invitee. In the meetings of the committee, 

the members bring the proposals for development and after discussion with majority decisions 

are taken. Recently the committee has prepared very beneficial proposal for a Sports Ground, 

Girls Hostel having more accommodation and non-teaching quarters has been sent to Rashtriya 

Uchchatar Shiksha Abhiyan(RUSA). So all purchases are done through the committee with 

purpose of transparency and in the interest of students and college having in consideration the 

future prospect of the college. The following are some important resolutions  already 

implemented and some of them to be implemented very soon :-

In order to develop leadership quality among the students a college has a comprehensive plan 

which inter-alia includes holding of inhouse seminars periodically or at reasonable interval of 

time to be conducted by the students, different programmes under National Service 

Scheme(NSS), sports and cultural activities and to prepare the students for different 

competitions. 

The Patna Law College is a constituent unitof Patna University and the University through 

different ways very much conscious about performance enhancement and performance 



evaluation of the college. In this context the Patna University through its Academic Staff College 

invites teacher for orientation and refresher courses. 

The performance of the college and other matters sent to the University every year and published 

by the University in the Annual Report of the University. 

The college has proposed to university to make a committee for academic improvement of the 

college. In this committee the prestigious alumni of the college areto be made its member. The 

judges who are the alumni of the collegeare invited on different occasions like seminars and 

other academic programmes and an opportunity is made available to the teachers and students to 

interact with them. In this regard Hon’ble Justice S.N Jha, Hon’ble Justice Mridula Mishra, 

Hon’ble Justice  Samrendra Pratap Singh, Hon’ble Justice Vikash Jain and others alumni in 

different walks of life were invited on different occasion. 

The College has its own building and the library was situated earlier in one of the class room. 

Even the seminars were organized in the lecture hall only. Therefore,here was an urgent need to 

construct separate library & seminar building after long concerted efforts; the College had 

constructed in its premises a separate building consisting of library & seminar hall with the 

financial help of State Government. The College has two boys hostel in front of the main 

building of the College i.e. Old Hostel & New Hostel. For the girls students, seats are available 

in different Girls Hostel of Patna University. Residential quarters of the University are available 

for the teachers and non-teaching staff.There is a future plan of the Collegeto construct at least 

one separate girl hostel &residential quarters for teaching and Non-teaching staffs. All such 

proposals have been sent by the College toRashtriya Uchchatar Shiksha Abhiyan(RUSA) and 

Bihar Educational Infrastructure Development Corporation. 

The College is trying its best for the qualitative improvement in teaching & learning and as a 

result,College has installed interactive board in all the class rooms, laptops were given to 

everyteacher. The college is having Wi-Fi facility in its campus. Apart from the College 

library,one K.B.N Singh Research Library is available for teachers& students with reference 

books therein.Students and teachers are using regularly this research library for preparing their 

research projects & for writing research articles etc. Internet facility along with computer is 

available in this library. Through National Service Scheme, Court visits & internship in Patna 



High Court and Human Rights Commission,tree plantation etc.,students of the college are linked 

with community development programmes. 

Students of the College are great human resource & apart from study, they participate in moot 

court, cultural programme, sports activities etc. 

The College is always trying to explore the possibility of donations for the improvement in 

infrastructural growth. K.B.N Singh Research Library, Construction of stairs, facility of hand 

pump in the college are the best example of it. Again, recently, Hon’ble Justice Arijit Pasayat, 

Retd. Judge, Supreme Court of Indiadonated library books worthRupees one lac  and he is ready 

to create an endowment in the name of his father late Sri Biswanath Pasayat an old alumni of this 

college. Justice Arijit Pasayat has sent minutes of programme to be held on 10 October,2015. 

Another Dr.Shiv Kant, famous ENT specialist of Bihar has donated one almirah and books in the 

memory of his father late shri Ambika Prasad who was a practicinglawyer of Bihar and alumni 

of this College. All these efforts are to groom the resources of thisCollege and this became 

possible only through creating confidence in the mind of alumni of this College that theCollege 

is achieving new height in the field of legal education. 

Network Resource Centre is running in the college since 2005 with the help of University Grant 

Commission and is very useful for the students. 

Recently additional toilet was constructed in the College for boys and girls separately by the 

Bihar Educational Infrastructure Development Corporation, Patna, Bihar. 

6.3 Faculty Empowerment Strategies 

The College always encourages its staff by providing them facility to learn computer etc. One 

peon Mr. Binod Kumar was facilitated by the College to complete training in computer& now he 

is working efficiently on computer,net surfing etc. & handling the work of Accounts of the 

College in absence of any regular Accountant in the College. 

6.4 Financial management & Resource mobilization. 

All the transactions in the College are done through cheque, for contingency expenses some 

small amountiskept with a responsible staff of the College. After making miscellaneous 



expenditure,on minor items he produces bills/ vouchers for cash expenditure made by him. All 

fees etc. are accepted in the College through bank challan only. Out of the total collections, 

shares of University fees are transferred to the University account every year such as central 

library fee, dispensary charges etc.  

To monitor effective, efficient and transparent use of available financial resources, all cheque are 

signed by the Bursar & the Principal of the College for effective monitoring of the financial 

resources of the College. 

In every financial year audit is done by the team of Chartered Accountant appointed by the 

University. 

Audit objections are mostly related to the non- maintenance of double entry system, maintenance 

of loan register etc. The main drawback for keeping good maintenance of account is thatCollege 

is not having qualified Accountant from years. The College has to train the staff & take the work 

of Accountant from them. At present, Account work is handed by a class IV employee.The 

College has developed in him some basics of Account maintenance & has given him computer 

training also, which is supervised by Bursar who is possessing good knowledge of Account 

System as he is M.Com & holding degree of Management also. 

Now the system of providing loans to employees has been stopped therefore there is no need of 

maintenance of loan register. 

The major source of funding in the College is fee collected from the students, Grants from 

Government of Bihar and UGC Grants. 

The College had fixed an amount of Rs. 15,00,000/- ( Rupees Fifteen lacsonly) through its 

saving  in the year 2005. The College has developed a corpus fund by donationsfrom Justice 

Samrendra Pratap Singh,Judge, Patna High Court in the name of Justice K.B.N Singh Memorial 

Law Research Library. The library has all important books on the subject of law in a furnished 

reading room.  The library has one computer with printer & with net facilities & is useful for the 

student of College as well as Post  Graduate Department of Law. 

Recently Hon’ble Justice Arijit Pasayat,Retd. Judge, Supreme Court of India donatedbooks 

worth of rupees one lac for the library & also to create a corpus fund to the tune of Rupees three 



lac for the students of this College in the name of his father late Sri Vishwanath Pasayat, an 

alumni of the College. The inaugural function in this regard will be held on 10th of October this 

year in which Judges of Supreme Court of India& Patna High Court  alongwith other dignitaries 

are expected to attend.  

6.5 Internal Quality Assurance System (IQAS) 

The Internal Quality Assurance Cell (IQAC) have been constituted in the College vide PLC letter 

No. 25/2015 dated 18/02/2015. The Principal of the College is the Chairman of this Cell.  Dr. 

Yogendra Kumar Verma and Dr. Pawan Kumar Mishra, Faculty Members are the convener and 

secretary of the IQAC respectively. There are two external members in this committee one 

Professor Ms. Dolly Sinha, the then Principal of Magadh Mahila College, P.U and another Dr. 

Ms. Shefali Roy, Associate Professor, Patna Women’s College. Both the colleges were 

accredited A status by NAAC because of their vision and expertise in managing the affairs of the 

college very well. Their suggestions and support in IQAC is very helpful in our endeavour. 

During the meeting of IQAC they gave an important suggestion regarding introducing water 

harvesting. Considering the importance of their suggestion and resolution of IQAC the same was 

immediately implemented by the college. A sock pit was constructed by the college and now the 

rain water come through roof pipe is connected with the sock pit for recycling of the rain water. 

The college is also planning to implement their another advice regarding biological waste 

disposal for recycling. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 



D. (vii ) CRITERION VII :  INNOVATION AND BEST 

PRACTICES 

7.1. Environment Consciousness 

The Patna Law College is situated very near to holy river Ganga and very fortunate to have the 

advantages of green campus. The college is surrounded by a number of old and long trees like 

jackfruit, neem, mango, bargad, pipal, coconut, kaseli, bottle pam etc. and several medicinal 

plant like ashoka, arjuna, thuja etc. providing an ideal environment for teaching learning . 

Recently the college has made a correspondence to the company which installs solar projects in 

order to save the consumption of electricity and financial expenditures. Plantation in the college 

is a regular phenomenon and on every auspicious occasion, the prime objective is plantation. A 

good green environment has been developed, as a result in and around the campus. In order to 

save such a beautiful natural environment and rain water conservation, the college has made 

arrangement for ground water recharging. In the campus a big BARGAD and PEEPALtree is 

present which is almost hundred year old and play the role of a good protector of environment by 

providing opportunity for biological diversity and act as agents for  carbon neutralizer.  Taking 

into consideration high power electricity supply to the college and its hazardous nature, sufficient 

number of fire extinguishers are installed and different places to tackle with accidental situation. 

Regarding electronic waste, the college always faces the problems of replacing old technologies 

with new like computers of old configuration or version. In this regard, the college adopts a 

policy to exchange the old equipments with new one i.e. price of old electronic equipments are 

first of all estimated, evaluated then exchange with new one. To save electricity and 

uninterrupted supply of electricity, the college through UGC grant installed 35 KVA generator 

and inverter with four 165 Amp. Batteries. 

To makes the environment of the College eco-friendly, the College has mainly emphasized on 

plantations in the entire campus of the college including its hostel& Principal’s residence 

situated in the College premises. Plantation is the regular practice adopted by the College with 

the help of voluntary organization such as Lions Club,Forest Department & NSS volunteers. The 

College has developed one area with medicinal plants, the College is maintaining beautiful 

garden in front of the College and in the rear,both side of the main building. The College with 



the help of teachers, NSS Programme Officer, students of the College& hostel & particularly 

NSS volunteers have made the entire campus green with the plantation of several useful tree like 

sagwan, teek, mango, mohagnee, neem, awanla etc. 

7.2 Innovation 

The College has practice of making small groups of students, inhouse seminars on current legal 

topics organized by the student themselves under the guidance of teachers, capsule course on 

Human Rights, coaching for judicial competition, inviting legendary personalities like Hon’ble 

Justice Dr. Rama Jois, Retd. Chief Justice of Punjab and Haryana High Court and Ex- Governor 

of Bihar and Jharkhand, Hon’ble Justice S.N Jha, Hon’ble  Justice Mridula Mishra, Hon’ble 

Justice Mandhata Singh, Hon’ble Justice Bilal Najaki, Chairman, Bihar Human Rights 

Commission . The one day capsule course organized by the college in collaboration with the 

Bihar Human Rights Commission and sponsored by the Government of Bihar. The programme 

was organized to inculcate and fostera positive and affirmative attitude and mindset among the 

college going boys and girls towards the protection and promotion of human rights of overall 

social benefits. The college has organized this programme not only for the students of this 

college but for other college going students of Patna also. Apart from Patna the college with the 

help of Bihar Human Rights Commission in other districts of State of Bihar also.  After the end 

of the programme the college has taken the feedback from the participants and the feedback 

given by the participants reflects the success of the programme. The idea behind this programme 

was to inculcate human rights values among the college students. Such a trained students will 

further propagatetheir learning among other their fellow students and in this way it was an step 

towards making the students of entire State aware and conscious about human rights. 

These innovative approaches have tremendous impact on its students in maintenance of 

discipline in the college and developing good habits and culture among them. The result of 

coaching provided to students by the college teachers free of cost can be seen in the rate of 

selection of our students in judicial competition and campus selection. 

The college has introduced entrance test for admission in LL.B First Semester replacing the old 

system of admission on the basis of marks obtained in Graduation. This practice has again 

positive impact in developing the good academic environment in the college. 



7.3 Best Practices 

Title of the Practice – Shaping the inherent potential 

Goal 

The Patna Law College believes in an ordered society for the continuance of society and 

maximum development of its members. Being a premier institution of law in the country, the 

college also emphasizes that to bring or establish order in the society is not an easy task. The 

maxim that the college follows in this regard is; Rule of Law can only on the basis of principles 

of law. Principles of law described by jurists were found very effective in defining law and 

setting order in society. Roscoe Pound’s Social Engineering Theory is the classic example in this 

regard. The College has adopted practice through its students taking into consideration their 

academic curriculum to make aware its students this fact and with their help, to the society. 

The Context 

There is paper in LL.B curriculum in fourth semester named professional ethics. It is a practical 

paper. Here inter alia - duties of bar and bench are discussed with the students. In order to 

establish order in the society, it is very essential to solve disputes in proper time for the logical 

ends of justice. In turn, it depends citizen’s duty are incorporated. In this regard students are 

persuaded to prepare a project explaining the duties of bar, bench and the citizens with the help 

of social study also where questionnaire is asked by the different concerned people of the 

society. In one of such projects, a student suggested that there should be regular interaction 

between judges and law teachers, so that the study of law may get its practical value. 

Considering the privacy of judges, also the time, it was found very challenging although 

admired. It is implemented somehow through inviting judges to preside over in the seminars or 

some other like events. 

The Practice 

Hence through the practical papers, specially persuading to go for projects on the  practical 

aspects of law through a socio legal methods have clicked and the students as well as teachers 

started  taking interest in it. Through legal aid clinic and NSS unit, the college started a practice 

of interaction between the law teachers and students with the society. It is implemented through, 



under the guidance of teachers, the students go in the society with the questionnaire, make 

interaction with the people and request them to present their ideas by answering the question 

asked in the questionnaire. Law is formal science needs such discussion and suggestions. This 

practice surprisingly discovered that, most of the people specially poor and marginalized, they 

even do not know what benefits and legal privileges are granted to them by the government. For 

instance old age pension scheme, still there are people who should get it but in lack of awareness 

they are devoid of it. So going with the curriculum, the college has adopted a programme where 

the students get interaction with society is essential to learn realistic approach of law and 

whenever needed, to train the citizens about the different laws beneficial for them through the 

means of legal aid clinic. In this process, the college developed an insight after watching the 

students. Some students hesitate to visit the society but gradually they show their capabilities in 

analyzing the primary data collected by their friends. Now the college has recognized such 

students and persuades them for further research in law.

Law 

has to remain in the society and interaction how can be regulated is the primary duty of law. 

College as a result started getting back its golden reputation which in term described the number 

of students passed in judicial and other competitive examination. On the other side out of twenty 

seats available in Post Graduate Department of Law, the college got  success in sending the 

proper candidates to take admission in Post Graduate Department of Law through the Entrance 

Test. 

Problems Encountered and Resources Required
